Learners should attend test | in non-uniform but must wear a mask/face covering. They should then wait on the back
court by the bike shed to be greeted by staff for further instruction.

Learners will be registered and briefed in the drama studio and smafl groups sent to AG6 (our testing site), After the test
has been processed and results verified, they will then immediately leave site. The test resuft will also be sent via a text
message from the NHS, If you have not received your child’s results by 6pm please contact school via
officef@pegasusacademy.org.uk, Any learner who receives a positive test will also be contacted directly by telephone.

Following a negative test result, learners should return to school as normal the following working day. They should adhere
to the same staggered start and finish times as before Christmas, and use the same entrances. Learners should return in
full uniform and in addition to the use of masks in indoor communal areas and corridors, learners and staff will also
now be required to wear masks during lessons.
